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NOW TWO WHEELERS CAN NOT BE START WITHOUT HELMET =

Students of Marwar Engineering College
and Research Centre have prepared a
special device to encourage helmet
wearing.

A group of final year students in
electronics and communication branch,
under the guidance of Professor Sunil
Kumar Sankhla, have prepared this device
to promote safety and encourage the use
of helmets especially among teenagers. “A
two-wheeler will start only if rider wears
this sensor-enabled helmet,” Sankha told
the HT. He added that this system sends an
SMS using GSM module to a registered
mobile number when a rider runs the two
wheeler above predefined speed. The
sensor will also send an SMS if accident
happens.

The device consists of two circuits; one is

fixed in the helmet and anotherin the Bike.
Bike circuit is connected with self start
assembly of the bike. Both circuits are
radio frequency module enabled and it
sends an RF signal to the receiver
wirelessly when the rider wears the
helmet. Receiver in the two wheeler after
detecting the signal, generates another
signal using micro controller. To active self
start assembly through a relay circuit,
driver can start the engine.

Device has two micro controllers, namely
ATMEGA8 and ATMEGA16, one RF pair
module of 434 MHz and one relay circuit.
All the devices are interfaced together.
Helmet circuit consists of a special type of
sensor. GSM module is used for sending
SMSand a tube for accident detection.
